1. Attendees of the meeting, in person and by telephone, introduced themselves. 

2. The Working Group approved the previously distributed notes from the April 12, 2004 meeting, thanking Susan Sullivan for producing the notes. 

3. Andy Hoskinson volunteered to take notes of this meeting.

4. The chair noted that the primary purpose of today’s meeting was to receive liaison reports, followed by a review the following work products:

· Requirements for interoperable standards for categorizing Government information (POC: federal librarians)

· Requirements for interoperable standards for electronic searching (POC: FEA/FGDC)

· Requirements for interoperable standards for searchable identifiers (POC: CENDI)

· Requirements for definitions of which Government information to be categorized (POC: GPO)

5. Liaison reports:

· Joanne McGovern reported on the work of the ICGI Content Management WG.  She specifically requested feedback from the CGI WG regarding the Draft Web Content Policies document circulated on April 13.  Comments are due NLT April 30, 2004.  The chair emphasized the importance of the CGI WG members' reviewing and commenting on this document.

· Susan Sullivan, liaison to the ICGI Electronic Records Policy Working Group Plan provided updates on activities.

6. No representative from the federal librarians was present.  Therefore, the group was unable to review the draft requirements for interoperable standards for categorizing Government information.

7. The chair led a brief discussion concerning the draft requirements for interoperable standards for electronic searching.  He noted that he has received numerous comments from many different sources, and posted responses to those comments on the Internet at http://www.search.gov/interop/comments.html .  He also noted that this document is extremely close to being ready for draft recommendation status.

8. James Erwin led a discussion of the draft requirements for interoperable standards for searchable identifiers.  The WG participants provided feedback, which will be incorporated into the document.  

9. TC Evans led a discussion concerning the status of the draft requirements for definitions of which Government information to be categorized document. He stated that his organization has not yet received much feedback to date on the draft.  The draft will be discussed in more detail during the next meeting.

10. The chair noted that there are opportunities for alignment and traceability between the various CGI work products mentioned above, and urged coordination between the various work product POCs to ensure alignment.

11. The next CGI WG meeting will continue a detailed review of CGI WG work products.  It will also include a presentation from Lucian Russell of CSC on techniques and procedures for classifying large documents.
