1. The Working Group approved the previously distributed notes from the May 24, 2004 meeting; after amending the last sentence of item 4 to read, "The Common Characteristics of Records strawman was released for ERPWG review. "
2. Attendees of the meeting, in person and by telephone, introduced themselves. 

3. Susan Sullivan of NARA reported on activities of the ICGI Electronic Records Policy Working Group (ERPWG). She said they had a meeting on May 26 and they are still working on the Barriers Report. The Common Characteristics of Records strawman will be discussed at Wednesday June 9  meeting and then become available for sharing with the other CGI Working Groups. On June 23 this report will go to the ICGI Executive Committee. The ERPWG meeting of June 30 will include discussion on the ERM toolbox framework.  

4. Joann McGovern of GSA reported on activities of the ICGI Content Management Working Group. She said their report was well received by the ICGI and is expected to have quick turn around after revisions, by COB Friday. The report will be posted on the ICGI website soon. They will next focus on a toolkit of recommendations, and best practices for designing good websites.  They will be doing usability testing on frequently asked questions, "FAQ".
5. Eliot Christian of USGS reported on the CGI WG activity to define open, interoperable standards for electronic searching.  He said OMB had three people looking at the report: Jonathon Womer (who has since left the Fedral government), Glenn Shlarmann, and Lew Olenick.  Discussion with Lew clarified that this recommendation would not plow new ground but would reinforce existing law, OMB policy, and international standards. Lew suggested that he write an intro paragraph for the recommendation and we are waiting for that input.
6. The chair noted that product target dates on the Work Plan for the CGI WG will need to be revised to reflect the consolidation of three reports and recommendations. Richard Huffine has taken the lead on this rewrite and it is expected to be ready next week.  Collaboration is being carried out online.
7. The next meeting of the CGI Working Group will be held June 21, from 9:00-11:00 at the White House Conference Center.
